 Hi everyone!  It is great to see things up and going 
again after Christmas break!  This Sunday is The Feast of 
the Baptism of the Lord and is our final feast day of the 
Christmas season.  After this Sunday, we will return to 
Ordinary Time for several weeks before the beginning of 
Lent in mid-February. 
 Speaking of The Feast of the Baptism of the Lord, it is 
always a gift to baptize a baby (or adult) and welcome the 
newly baptized into the life of Christ and the Church.  We 
always hear about growing secularism in our world and so 
every time someone comes forward and wants to be 
baptized, it is a reminder that many people are still seeking 
faith.  Really, this will always be the case since God made 
each of us to seek Him.  Think about it – everybody asks 
the “God question” and takes interest in it whether they are 
religious, agnostic, or atheist.  What I mean is everyone has 
to grapple with the question, “Does God exist?”  I find that 
fascinating that we will always ask that question because 
we are meant for God and to seek God.   
 The many Baptisms we see are not always the result of 
people who are fully on board with the faith and we know 
this.  There are many people who either get baptized or 
have their children baptized who are not “fully in” yet when it 
comes to practicing the faith.  But the reality is – they are in 
some way seeking God for themselves or for their family 
and this gives us a place to start and work with in the lives 
of these people.  I rejoice in that place to start and pray we 
can continue to cultivate those seeds and help them grow. 
 When we read about Jesus’ Baptism, we are once 
again struck by God’s “humility.”  John the Baptist is 
hesitant to baptize Jesus in Matthew’s Gospel and really 
insists it be the other way around.  John is right – Jesus 
does not need Baptism, but John does.  Jesus is not a 
sinner and John is.  So why does Jesus get baptized?  We 
could also ask – why does the second person of The Trinity 
become human?  Why does He die on the cross?  All of 
these answers draw back to the basic point that God does 
these things for us.  God shows us all through Scripture 
how much He wants to enter our lives and transform the 
sinful, broken world.  Jesus gets baptized to make holy the 
waters of Baptism so that Baptism can make us new.  Jesus 
dies on the cross so we can be forgiven.   
 After Jesus is baptized, we hear of The Holy Spirit 
descending upon Him and the Father saying, “This is my 
Beloved Son, with whom I am well pleased.” (Matthew 3:13-
17) Every time I preach a Baptism or prepare people for 
Baptism, I like to make it really clear that Baptism is not just 
a sign that we want to be Christian and follow Jesus or 
something only symbolic.  It is symbolic, but much more, 
and God gives grace through Baptism.  We see this in 
Jesus’ Baptism as The Trinity is revealed and The Holy 
Spirit descends upon Jesus.  So, in our Baptism, we are 
beginning a new life in Christ and our lives take a different 
direction which is to serve God and do His will. 

    We are reborn in Christ and we become part of His Body, 
the Church. God the Father claims us as His beloved 
children and we too receive the gift of The Holy Spirit in our 
hearts. Baptism is a gift. We do not earn it, but we do 
prepare for it so we can really allow the graces of the 
sacrament to be operative in our lives. 
    As we pray with Jesus’ Baptism this weekend, take the 
time to remember your own Baptism. I am sure you have a 
picture somewhere of it if you were an infant. This is the 
moment God claimed you and you became a Christian. 
This is the moment you became a son or daughter of God 
the Father and received The Holy Spirit in your heart! Take 
time to appreciate this gift and remember your baptismal 
calling is to follow Jesus!
